Parts of Words &
Words in Parts!

There are lots of ways we can break down words into parts.

Try the following games:

« Bualadh Bos!
Clap each part of the word
Hall ...ow ...een

(clap) (clap) (clap)

+Body Parts!

Point to body part for each part

of the word Hall ... ow ... een

(head) (shoulders) (tummy)

This is a tummy word! It has 3 parts!

+ Magician!

Put your hands in the air like you

are a magician doing a spell, and
very slowing include each part of the
word in your spell!

* Jump!
Jump for each part of the word!

Remember to notice the single
syllable (1 part) words. Children
might want to split these words into
parts like this;

Dog... D... og!

Invite children to say ‘Clap it like
you say it: Dog (clap)” or you can
say ‘This is a very special word

that just has 1 part”
